This circular gives details of NHS Boards individual Enhanced Services Floor.
Background

2.
David Palmer’s letter of 21 March 2006 to Chief Executives of NHS Boards gave details of the Primary Medical Services Allocations for 2006/07.  Paragraph 13 of the letter stated that the enhanced services floor for 2006/07 and future years will be set at £43.5 million.  

Action

3.
Directors of Finance should ensure that the enhanced services floor level is met by their individual NHS Board. Details of the enhanced services floor for each NHS Board are provided at Annex A.  NHS Boards do have the discretion to spend above the level of the enhanced services floor. 
4.
NHS Boards should also note that this is the ‘core’ element of enhanced services for 2006/07.  The other two elements of enhanced services for 2006/07:
· 48 hour access DES

· Scottish – specific DESs

do not form part of the ‘core’ enhanced services floor.  They will be monitored separately.  Further advice and guidance is given at paragraph 4.18 of the ‘Revision to the GMS contract 2006/07 – Scottish Guidance’.
