CORRECTION TO NHS CIRCULAR PCA(M)(2008)14. SCOTTISH ENHANCED SERVICES PROGRAMME FOR PRIMARY AND COMMUNITY CARE (SESP) – 2009/10

Summary
1.
This circular gives details of the correct funding for SESP for 2009/10.

Detail of amendment

2.
NHS Circular PCA(M)(2008)14 issued on 19 December 2008 gave details of the proposed SESP allocations for 2009/10.  This was calculated as 50 per cent using the Scottish Allocation Formula, 25 per cent older people (65 years of age and over) and 25 per cent by the Scottish Index of Multiple Deprivation (SIMD).
3.
Funding should have been allocated using the same method as previous years, i.e.: 50 per cent distributed using the Scottish Allocation Formula, 25 per cent distributed on the basis of population, 12.5 percent older people (65 years of age and over) and 12.5 per cent distributed by the SIMD.  The relative weights are 50:25:12.5:12.5.  Allocations are shown at Annex A.
4.
The population elements (25 per cent based on population, 12.5 percent older people) are GRO Scotland 2007 mid-year population estimates.  The Scottish Allocation Formula is based on October 2008 figures and SIMD on practice populations in deprived datazones as at 30 September 2007.
