4. Report on 2007/08 Training
The ‘Quality & Outcomes Framework Reviewer Training Report April 2007 – March 2008’ was discussed and will be circulated to the Primary Care Leads group and GMS Quality Improvement Working Group (QIWG) for information.

Given the wide range of people attending the training and the various levels of IT literacy, satisfying the educational needs of all course attendees was difficult to achieve.  

5. 2008/09 Training including QDA
The number of reviewers to be trained in each Board and training dates are being released to CHPs / Boards.  However training capacity is dependent on the number of web connections available in the training venue which determines the number of reviewers that can be trained per session.  Trainers can manage two laptops each and this approach is preferable over projection slides as it gives reviewers hands on experience of the QDA software.
It is intended to suspend training the week the interim data becomes available on the QDA software to give trainers the opportunity to look at the system.  Reviewers will be encouraged to look at QDA prior to the training.  QDA training will make up half of the training programme day.  The draft programme will be distributed to the group at the end of March.

6. Timing of Future Contract Bid

RCGP are in the second year of a two year contract with each individual Health Board via Primary Care Leads.  Primary Care Leads will be asked at their May meeting whether RCGP need to bid for contract renewal or whether a rolling contract should be adopted given this is the forth year RCGP has provided training and the expertise associated with this.

7. Budget – Current State
The budget reports have been sent to Duncan Miller on a quarterly basis.  Next years budget is with financial advisers and may be amended in light of 3G connectivity issues regarding QDA software.
The budget is currently under spent although it was noted that this was not the year end figure.  Under spend will be carried forward and next year’s budget and Board invoices will be reduced accordingly.

8. AOCB
In some rural boards PV reviewers have highlighted inconsistencies with QOF reviewers.  BT confirmed that there have been no issues raised with RCGP.  AK has asked Primary Care Leads to feed back any issues but has had no feedback to date. 
The QIWG will be asked if they are happy for AK and SF to continue as the only NHS Board representatives on the group or if the membership should be reviewed.
